The Missouri Eat Smart 

Guidelines are a set of nutrition related recommendations for child care 

facilities. The Guidelines were written to help child care providers create a 

food and nutrition environment that will ultimately improve the health of 

Missouri’s children.  You can find more information about the Guidelines at 

www.dhss.mo.gov/eatsmartguidelines.  The grant will allow our staff to 

complete training on nutrition, nutrition environment, helping children form 

good eating habits and proper hand washing.  It will also help us purchase 

some nutrition education supplies and equipment to aide teachers in providing 

regular nutrition education and activities to the children.
